CHIP TIMING 2012

This year every race in the winter league will be chip timed, which means that things will change slightly for team managers and clubs.

The Vision 2020 network along with the County Marathon legacy and LOROS have purchased a chip timing system to be used for the LRRL and other non LRRL events. After much deliberation and testing of systems, the purchasing group decided on an “active” chip system – this is one that has a battery within the chip which gives a better reading rate and is more flexible in how it can be worn. We chose as the working system the J CHIP SYSTEM which is easy to work and is more portable than many other systems. The chips will last for between 7 -10 years and at such time will need to be replaced. Investment in the system takes the LRRL into a new era and reflects its status as Britain’s biggest and best road running league, it will  ensure that results are quickly produced and without the need for endless hours of keying in by Mike Stiff and the need for teams of officials to record times and positions. The total investment in the system on behalf of the LRRL is around £18,000 and each runner will pay £1 extra per race for the use of the system.

HOW THE SYSTEM WILL WORK FOR CLUBS ON RACE DAYS

Prior to the first event Mike Stiff will remove all runners from the registration who have not competed in the past year to bring the bib number allocation down to below 1000 to coincide with the number of chips that we will have available ,there are historically approximately 850 runners that take part in total in any one year.

Each club will be issued on the day of the race with sufficient chips to cover their registered runners along with the allocated bib race numbers. Each chip will have a number attached and these should be issued to the runner, obviously matching up with their allocated race bib number. So for example a runner with an allocated bib number 367 will be issued with the corresponding 367 chip number.

Club members arriving on the day who are not registered will need to register themselves again at the help desk – they will be issued with a new chip and bib race number.

The chip should be attached with the Tyvec tie supplied or any other secure method preferred by the runner

At the end of the race the runners should return their chip to the club desk as they would have done with the old disc system, these should then be returned to the help desk for safe keeping until the next race.

Lost chips will be charged to the club at cost of replacement (£10)

The system will be used for the first time at Barrow and as it is the first race using the system will be backed up with the old manual system, so runners will be required to return both chip and disc – it is envisaged that this will be the only race that this will be necessary to have a parallel system in place.
