O 
nce again the Striders had a very suc-

cessful day at the Livingstone Relays, 

with everybody having a testing but 

enjoyable mornings running. 
 

A change of venue to Braunstone Park, Leices-

ter, brought the challenge of a new course and it 

proved to be a hit with our runners. Comments 

made were that itôs a better location than 

Loughborough, as itôs more central for the ma-

jority of the LRRL clubs. The setting is also 

more inviting to families, with acres of space 

for youngsters to run around in. The 3 mile 

course itself is more interesting, with the second 

half of it twisting and turning through the park 

and past the old Braunstone Hall. 
 

This time around we had four teams out, three 

menôs and one ladies. A couple less than last 

year, but holding the relays on Easter Sunday 

probably puts a number of people out of the 

equation due to other commitments. 
 

The ómanagement teamô of Mark Dixon and Graham Hobbs, made the decision to try and encourage a little friendly rivalry, by 

making the three menôs teams as even as possible. And they were pretty accurate in their assessment, with all three teams finish-

ing within 38 seconds of each other. Graham gave the Vets óAô a fine start, running a 3 mile P.B. of 18:21, giving leads of 1:09 

and 1:47 over the Vets óBô and Senior teams respectively. Both Gavin Speed and Sean Tebbutt then made very good inroads into 

those leads and by the third leg Dave Playford took the lead for the Seniors. The Vets óAô kept the ôBôs at bay, but were unable 

to regain the lead and eventually had to settle for second place.  
 

But this wasnôt without Andy Holmes having to fight off Francis Breen and Gary Grimsley, but eventually brought the Seniors 

home in 1:25:34, with the Vets óAô following home 12 seconds later and Gary completing our male trio of teams,  just 26 sec-

onds behind . In fact the three teams were so close they werenôt separated by any other team, and finished 23rd, 24th and 25th of 

the 31 menôs teams
